! Thursday, DEC 2 : To decorate the trees  9 am – 7 pm .  Please bring an extra ornament that represents
your organization to decorate the ChariTree’s tree (2021 theme is “Beach  / Coastal”). 
ChariTree Silent Raffle :  The raffle helps support the purchase of trees, stands, bags, awards, Gala Night, etc.  If
your group wishes to participate, please drop-off items or gift baskets by December 2.

! Friday, DEC  3  Gala Night  : Chetco Grange  5:30pm – 7:30pm.  Preview of trees event for the non-profits
and sponsors.  Auction bidding, tree voting, and raffle tickets sale starts.

! Saturday, DEC 4 :  Event  11 am – 4 pm  Must have volunteers stay at your tree during the event.  Lunch
plans to be available by the Chetco Grange.
Bidding ends at 3:45 pm. We provide the bidding sheets. To keep it fair to the community and the ChariTree
participants, there will be no bidding by the person minding the tree. However, someone else from your
organization can bid on the tree. And there is NO bidding after time is called. You are expected to contact the
winning bidder for tree pick-up.

EVENT REMINDERS:
! ChariTree buy's the live trees (approximately 6-7 FT tall), the stand, and large tree bag for delivery. 

! We recommend a short table to elevate your tree. Also bring an electric cord (12 FT or longer) with your name on
it.

! Suggest to bring a small table or TV tray to display information about your organization & a sign displaying the
activities you do for the community.

! Organization may sell your own items, but be aware that it all must fit into your small area (around 6FT X 6 FT).

! You may also attach gift certificates signs to your tree.

! Securely attach lights and each ornament by twisting a wire or hook or twisty ties to each tree branch for
transportation of the bidder's tree.

! Please only use masking or painter's blue tape on the floor and walls.

There will be Adult and Youth categories of awards decided by community judges 
and one by a people’s choice ballot.  Each award will receive $35.  See separate Awards List for criteria.
